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Chiba New Town
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Chiba New Town is located near the Tokyo metropolitan area and
Narita International Airport. It was constructed in cooperation with the
Urban Renaissance Agency in order to provide a comfortable and
well-planned residential and business area that meets the needs of a Tokyo
metropolitan residential space. About 110,000 people have taken up
residence in this multipurpose area where citizens can live, work, learn, | = 4
and relax.

There are over 10km of solar panels installed on the property owned by the
Prefecture along the Hokuso Railway, which stretches from Shiroi City to SY.4
Inzai City. This area is used to conduct large-scale solar power generation.
Currently, the construction of the Kita Chiba Road, which will connect
Tokyo Gaikan Expressway with Narita Airport via Chiba New Town in (o)
the shortest possible time, is underway. The full opening of this road is

expected to invigorate the region through inter-regional exchange and

cooperation, along with more efficient logistics.
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Chiba New Town Chuo Area is directly connected to the city center by the
Hokuso Line, taking about 40 minutes in the shortest to get to Nihombashi.
Large sites can be secured here. Moreover, the ground is strong and resistant to
earthquakes.
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Many corporate data centers are located here, utilizing the strong, earthquake

resistant ground.
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HigashiKatsushika - Northern Area
(Kashiwa'Nagareyama)
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The Tsukuba Express Line opened on August 24, 2005, as the arterial line of the
Tokyo metropolitan area. With its completion, the 58.3km distance between
Akihabara (Tokyo) and Tsukuba (Ibaraki) became traversable in 45 minutes.
Chiba Prefectural Government will create 7 new areas in Kashiwa and Nagareyama,
totaling 1,028 hectares along the line, and develop new land for housing,
businesses, educational facilities, and more.

The Public Enterprises Bureau is planning to focus on the improvement of the
central area of Northern Kashiwa and the area around the Nagareyama Athletic
Park. Through the integration of prefectural and local policies, our bureau takes
advantage of the urban features in these areas to promote the sales of land.
