1. Use footpaths whenever
possible.
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2. Walk on the right side of the
road if there is no footpath.
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3. When crossing the road, follow the pedestrian
signal. When there is no such signal, cross the
pedestrian crossing. In either case, look both
ways for traffic and make sure no vehicles are
approaching before crossing the road.
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4. Do not run out into the road.

Before Riding Bicycles

1. Take out bicycle insurance.

Take out liability insurance for your bicycle to be covered just in case of an accident.
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2. Inspect your bicycle regularly to make sure it is in good working order.
Check the tire pressure, brakes, lights, etc.

3. Affix reflectors.
Attach reflectors not only to the front and rear and but also to the sides of your
bicycle to be easily seen by drivers.
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4. Wear a helmet.
Children of high school age or younger and seniors aged 65 or over are encouraged
to wear helmets.
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5. Do not drink and ride.

Under no circumstances should you ride a bicycle after you have been drinking.
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When Riding a Bicycle

1. Ride on the left side of the road.
Bicycles are a type of vehicle and must travel on the roadway as a general rule. Ride
onthe left side of the roadway.
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2. Yield to pedestrians.
Ride on the footpath only in exceptional cases, and if you do so, travel ata speed slow
enough for you to stop atany time. Do not obstruct pedestrians.
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3. When riding a bicycle,
Do not hold an umbrella, use smartphones or mobile phones, or wear
earphones.
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4. Check for your safety before crossing intersections.
Following traffic signals or signs may not be safe enough for crossing intersections.
You must slow down or stop if necessary before crossing them.
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5. Turn on lights before dark.

Accidents are more likely to occur at dusk. Turn on your lights before it gets dark.
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
